APPLICATION TO TRAVEL TO BRAZIL
This tour is offered as a way to assist and support you in maximizing your experience at the Casa de Dom Inácio in Abadiânia, Brazil, in exchange for the Tour Fee of $1,150 per adult for two weeks. (If you want to stay more than two weeks, let the Tour Guides know.)

The above fee DOES NOT include airfare. We will arrange the booking of your airfare and work to find the best pricing. The airfare (as of June 11th is $994) which includes round-trip airfare from Los Angeles to Brasilia and return. From Sacramento to Los Angeles on United, add $129 round-trip. If you are flying from other parts of the country, let us know and we can help you decide on the best routing. You are welcome to purchase tickets on your own (or use Frequent Flyer Miles) and coordinate with our arrival times and dates in Brasilia. Airfares fluctuate almost daily, so if you are interested in getting the above price and direct flight on Varig (Brazil Airlines), you will need to book your airfare soon!
The Tour Fee includes:

Transportation to and from the Brasilia airport and Abadiania when traveling with the group.
Lodging, including all meals at the Abadiânia Pousada (Inn). 

Guidance to assist you in attending all sessions with John of God.

Group meetings and or private phone or in-person consultations in preparation for the trip.

Liability Waiver

Responsibilities

Included in the tour price are: Land transportation between Brasilia airport and the hotel in Abadiania and from Abadiania to return to the airport in Brasilia when traveling with the group. All airline costs are the responsibility of the participant. The Tour Guides, Marie Wilson and Catt Terry accept no responsibility for carrier caused delays, schedule changes, sickness or accidents. The participant authorizes the Tour Guides to make changes as deemed necessary for political, climatic, medical or other reasons, and agrees to pay all associated costs related to such necessity.

It is acknowledged that, while every due care is exercised by the Tour Guides and their agents to ensure the comfort and well being of the undersigned, the responsibility for any loss (including personal injury, death, and/or property loss), accident, misfortune or deterioration of existing medical conditions shall always be the responsibility of the tour participant.

Travel Insurance

It is the personal responsibility of the participant to acquire insurance for the full duration of the tour and the participant MUST provide the Tour Guides with proof. The minimum insurance required must cover medical and medical transportation.  Optional coverage may include loss of luggage and trip cancellation to cover airline tickets and tour fees in case you cannot go on the tour. Travel and Health Documents

All tour members are required to have a valid passport with an expiration date of no less than six months prior to the tour end date. Passports may be obtained at many local post offices. You will need two recent (identical) color photos and a certified Birth Certificate. Passports cost $97 (that is $55 for the processing fee, $30 for the execution of the passport application by the Post Office and $12 security surcharge.). These fees are subject to change. Application forms may be downloaded on the internet and submitted directly to the nearest Passport Agency. It may take up to 6 weeks to process. Please keep copies of your passport with you and in your luggage separate from your actual passport. A copy will help expedite replacement in the event of loss. 

Visas

A Visa to enter Brazil is required. Visas can be obtained by downloading a form on the Internet (if you do not have a computer, We can provide you with the form). You can do this by mail, be sure that you allow enough time to do so. You can go directly to the Brazilian Consulate in San Francisco or Los Angeles or your closest Brazilian Consulate, however, you will need to make two trips, one to drop off the Visa and one to pick it up. Your Visa will cost approximately $100.
Vaccinations

Not required unless you have been traveling in certain other countries outside of the U.S. within 90 days prior to entry into Brazil. In that case, a yellow fever shot is required. However, it is the personal responsibility of the participant to check with the Brazilian Consulate to determine if vaccinations are required in your case for some reason that may be unknown to the Tour Guides

Itinerary Variations

In unforeseen circumstances the Tour Guides reserve the right to cancel or re-schedule tour schedules or, if necessary, to change a hotel and the Tour Guides reserve the right to substitute accommodations of a similar standard without refund of either airfares or hotel charges.

Not Included in Your Tour Costs

Insurance, excess baggage, laundry, postage, telephone calls, items of a personal nature, medical expenses, beverages including bottled water, or gratuities are not included in the tour costs.  If you arrive or depart at times which are different from the Tour Guides, you are responsible for transportation costs for travel to and from the airport in Brazil.

Payment

An initial deposit of $250, non-refundable, is required to hold your reservation. The balance (after subtracting the initial deposit) of $900 for two weeks is due by August 1, 2006. You will pay for your airline ticket directly to the ticketing agency. Payment of the deposit or any partial or full payment for this tour constitutes consent to all provisions contained herein.

Other

The Tour Guides are not responsible for any physical, mental, emotional or other reaction, trauma or ailment during or after the tour.  It is not stated, nor is it implied, that the Tour Guides are trained medical professional of any kind.

The tour participant acknowledges that at no time did the Tour Guides promise or imply a cure of the participant's medical condition and the tour is undertaken at the free will of the undersigned without pressure by the Tour Guides or their agents. TERMS AND CONDITIONS

STANDARDS OF CONDUCT   (Initial here that you agree to the following statements______)
I agree to abstain from using alcohol and illegal substances during this tour.

I agree to refrain from criticizing, judging or interfering with the experience of other participants.

I agree to continue taking medications prescribed by a medical physician prior to this tour.

I agree that, although I am a medical practitioner or alternative health provider, I will not perform my services free of charge or for payment during this trip.

I understand that failure to comply with item 1, 2, 3 or 4 above may result in my expulsion from the tour and forfeiture of the fees I paid.

ROOMMATES

The accommodations in Abadiania will be private unless you prefer to have a roommate. Although the Tour Guides request single rooms, we cannot guarantee that all will have a single room. We will, however, do our best to accommodate your special needs and requests. Should you be traveling with a friend, we will do our best to accommodate you, if you wish to share a room with another traveler.

DEPARTURE TAX

There is a departure tax when you leave Brazil. We will try to have this included in the airline ticket. However, should this not be the case, you could be responsible for a fee upon leaving Brazil.

TIME CHANGE

Brazil is six hours ahead of California time.

WEATHER/WHAT TO WEAR

The weather can be variable. Layered clothing is recommended since it can be hot in the daytime, but cool in the evening. It is suggested that you wear white clothing when you go before John of God (and most people do so). Clothing is casual throughout Brazil. Be sure to wear comfortable shoes. You will be provided separately with more information about what to pack.
GRATUITIES

Gratuitites are considered an individual ‘gift’ for extra special services received. It is up to each tour member to decide. Most restaurants add a service charge for table setting, serving water, etc., but that does not include the service by the waiter. At the Inn where we stay in Abadiania, the tour group usually agrees to leave a gratuity for the services of the kitchen staff (food is served buffet style) and for those who clean the rooms.
There is no fee for the visit(s) with John of God, however, a ‘heart offering’ donation to the Casa de dom Inacio would be greatly appreciated.

You might bring small gifts for local children and families who you will meet during your travels. Brazilian children, who will steal your heart, appreciate games, toys, a small American flag, etc. Bringing a supply of pens, pencils, T-shirts, etc., for the Proprietor of the Inn to distribute to the schools would also be greatly appreciated.
LUGGAGE

International flights from the U.S. allow two pieces of checked luggage weighing up to 70 pounds and no more than 105 inches in total dimensions. On the flights between Sao Paolo and Brasilia, you are only allowed 44 pounds total. Otherwise excess baggage will apply. Remember, most of the time, you will be moving/carrying your own luggage so less is better!

CARRY-ON LUGGAGE

You are limited to one carry-on bag which must fit the size restriction at the airport plus a purse or briefcase not exceeding 12 pounds. Be sure to carry all of your important items in your flight bag, including your Passport/Visa, traveler’s checks, medications, toiletries, camera/film, etc. Be sure that you have no sharp objects such as scissors, knives, etc. as they may be confiscated.

REFUNDS

Two hundred fifty ($250) is non-refundable. All other monies paid toward the tour will be refunded upon request, if the request is received in writing 45 or more days prior to the scheduled departure date of the tour. Most travel insurance companies provide trip cancellation coverage that covers airline tickets and tour fees. Airfare may not be refunded, however, airfare may go toward a future trip.

TRAVEL INSURANCE

I agree to supply proof of travel insurance for this tour. As approved Casa tour guides, we are required to have each of our tour participants be covered for “medical transportation” and “medical” coverage. Other recommended options are trip cancellation coverage and loss or delay of baggage. The approximate cost is $40-50 for the two- week duration. JOHN OF GOD TRAVELING TO OTHER COUNTRIES

John of God is making occasional trips to other countries although he rarely travels out of Brazil. Usually he takes these trips in between the days that he sees people in Abadiania. However, we are told that sometimes he does not firm up travel plans until a short time before he goes, if he goes. We have been told that John of God will rarely miss more than one three day period at the Casa (that is, Wednesday, Thursday, or Friday—the days in any given week that he is available).

I also understand that everything goes on at the Casa, even though John of God is not there. Healings occur as healings are done by the entities. However, we know that you would be disappointed to travel to Brazil and then learn that John of God has left the country.
